Editorial

AAAID»s activity witnessed tremendous action in several fields in the second half of2016. The most

importantof these was the activation of the Revolving Loan Fund for small and medium scale

producers, which wasestablished by AAAID with a capital of100million USD. This was manifested by

the implementation ofsuccessful programs in the Republic of Sudan, Jordan and Tunisia through the

provision of concessional loans to finance all sorts of agricultural operations in collaboration with the
private and public sectors.

To reduce the gap in red meat, AAAID has initiated the execution of an integrated red meat project in the
Republic of Sudan which aims to collect, fatten and export red meat to the Arab countries and plant feed
in an area of 15,000 acres. AAAID's Board of Directors has also approved of the contribution in the Bashair
Meat Project in the Sultanateof Oman, which has a capital of 25 million Omani Riyals. The preliminary soil and
topography studiesof the Arab Agricultural Services Company have been completed during the second half
of 2016.Land reclamation was also initiated in the lands granted to AAAID in an area of 3,200 hectares in
collaboration with the Mauritanian government to dig an irrigation canal and connect water to the project.
In collaboration with the Arab Center for the Studies of Arid Zones and Dry Lands (ACSAD), AAAIDhas
implemented several applied research programs in the field of agricultural technologiesto benefit from
agricultural waste in Sudan and manufacture high nutritional animal feed.The program will primarily focus
on the provision of feed resources in in cube or seed formthat contain all the food nutrients that increase
the milk and meat productivity of ruminants.The program will also train large groups on production and
processing operations. AAAID has also initiated the establishment of potato seed propagation project in the
Republic ofTunisia, which aims to adopt the cultivation and production of potato seeds in the Arab region.
The second half of this year has also witnessed the start of the preparations for the Third Arab Conferencefor
Agricultural Investment, organised by AAAID under the theme “Our Food. Our Responsibility”The conference
will be held under the generous Patronage of His Excellency President of the Republic ofSudan Field Marshal
Omer Hassan Ahmed Al Bashir on the 27-28 February 2017 in the Presidential FriendshipHall in Khartoum.
The conference has received an active response and welcome from both private and public sectors, Arab
and foreign financial institutions. The conference aims to highlight the distribution of agriculturalresources
in the Arab countries and their efforts to develop and accommodate the investment climate to attract
more investments in the agricultural sector. Among the conference themes will be the presentation
of the available investment opportunities in the Arab countries that are rich in agricultural resources

all its sector related fields including animal and plant production, agricultural processing and services.
In continuation of its sustained efforts to develop its internal work environment, AAAID initiated
work on an Enterprise Resource Planning System. The ERP will achieve speed and accuracy
in departmental work, increase performance competence and effective interdepartmental
dependencies through a centralised database that supports making the right decisions at the right time.
AAAID will continue to strive towards being a pioneer in the reinforcement of Arab food
security and to contributing to sustainable development in its member states. This is achieved
through its 34 agricultural projects in the acknowledgement of its vast responsibility to
provide the largest amounts of food commodities to reduce the food gap in the Arab countries.






Agricultural Investment Cooperation
between AAAID and The People’s
Democratic Republic of Algeria

The agricultural sector in Algeria is a strategic component of the national
economy and constitutes%10.1 of the Gross Domestic Product and the
irrigated area is estimated at 197.835 Hectares. Algeria also owns an animal
resource estimated at 2.5million heads of livestock that places it at the lead
of Arab countries with an agreeable investment climate and that enhances
AAAID's efforts of reinforcing Arab food security by investing in its land. In light
of Algeria being one of the largest African and Arab countries in the area and a
contributor to AAAID's capital, His ExcellencyAAAID President Mohamed Bin
Obaid Al Mazrooei visited the Democratic Republic of Algeria on the5th and
the 6th of September, 2017. During his visit,the President met His Excellency
the Minister Abd El MalikSelal, and provided an overview of AAAID, its activities
and field of work, and elaboratedAAAID's efforts towards the establishment of
investment projects inAlgeria with the aim of utilizing the country’s huge
agricultural potential. His Excellency the Minister overviewed his coun-
try's efforts to develop the farming sector and explained the Government's
willingness to grant agricultural lands and facilitate AAAID’s mission to study and
implement agricultural projects in Algeria. His Excellency also directed the Min-
ister of Agriculture and Fishery to design roadmap to intensify AAAID's activity
in Algeria. His Excellency AAAID President also met His Excellency Abdel Salam
Shalghoum , Minister of Agriculture and Fishery where he discussed the
potential agricultural opportunities with Proda, a government owned com-
pany. His Excellency further explained the availability of 5 investment op-
portunities that AAAID could grasp including the Calf fattening and Red
Meat Production and Processing Project, The Milk Production and Pro-
cessing Project, The Potato Production project, the Chicken Slaugh-
terhouse and the Vegetable and Fruit Storage and Packagingproject.

An overview of the Grain seeds production project was provided to a number of selected Algerian investors as
well as the discussion of the special procedures related to granting land to the project in thestate of Tiaret or
Jalfa. His Excellency directed the coordination with the National Committee forFacilitation of Agricultural Land
Grants and discussed the possibility of a new mechanism wherebyAAAID and the National Fund for Agricultural
Solidarity, which aims to grant loans to small-scale farmers. His Excellency’s visit stemmed from AAAID>s
serious concern with opening cooperation horizons in the agricultural sector in Algeria. H.E also visited His
Excellency Hajji Bin Ammi, the Minister of Finance and negotiated areas of cooperation between AAAID and the
Ministry. The two parties also discussed proposals supporting the introduction of AAAID to the circle of Algerian
businessmen and investors and exploring the establishment of a joint investment company between AAAID,
Algerian financial banks and institutions and the private sector. His Excellency AAAID President welcomed
these suggestions and committed to taking the necessary measures towards their study and implementation.






AAAID has signed a contract to finance the Farmers of the Fidassi Halimab
Association-Tayba Canal, East Musalimiya in April 2016 in the Gezira Scheme. The aim of the
contract is to cultivate 1,000 acres of groundnuts in the current summer season to produce
oil seed. The production will be utilized the potential oil production capacity by the Arab
Sudanese Company for Vegetable Oils, a AAAID affiliated company to utilize its potential
production capacities and achieve rewarding returns for the company and the project’s small
scale producers. As a result of the success of this funding, His Excellency Mohamed Bin Obaid
Al Mazrooei. AAAID President and an AAAID delegation visited the Fidasi Farmer's Association
in the Gezira Scheme on Sunday 2016/8/21. The visit came in response to an invitation
received from the area’s farmers and the presence of the Governor of Al Gezira State and the
Director of the Agricultural Research Corporation, representative of the Mayor of Al Gezira
, representatives of the Ministry of Agriculture and the head of the Agricultural Committee
in the legislative council. The visit was also attended by a number of other partners such as
the Agricultural Research Corporation, the Insurance Company and the President of the Tayba
Association in Fedasi with the purpose of witnessing the success of the peanut harvest.

The cultivation was completed using integrated agricultural equipment, tools and technologies with
methodological, scientific and field supervision, which yielded astounding results in terms of plant density and
alignment of vegetation growth and the absence of weeds. These factors are a promising indicator of the results.
In conclusion, all the participants emphasized the necessity of AAAID's continuation in providing funding to
increase the area of cultivated lands as well as the farmers' commitment to repaying their liabilities to AAAID.
During the field visit to the groundnut fields, His Excellence AAAID President listened to an elaborate
description from the project implementers. During his honouring ceremony, His Excellency stated
that agriculture is a renewable natural resource that is a beacon of hope for sustainable economic
development. He further urged the farmers for seriousness in repaying their loans to allow for the
sustainability and scalability of the experience, assuring them of AAAID's readiness to increase its funding.

The RLF aims to provide sustainable, revolving loans for small-scale producers to achieve AAAID's investment
and development objectives with the purpose ofincreasing their productivity andimproving their livelihoods. The
Fundalsoaimstoincreasetheirproductivity, diversify theiractivitiesandbuild their capacitiesas wellas stimulating

the role of producer associations towards driving agricultural development in the Arab region. The RLF's concept
is summarized in providing agricultural loans to drive rural agricultural development on the level of small-scale
producers, and contributing to the increase of agricultural harvests as well as empowering a large portion of the
populationbysecuringfoodfortheirfamiliesandgeneratingadditionalfinancialresourcesfortheireverydayneeds.
